Camphouse.  Long Pond and Round Pond offer  swimming, canoeing, and a setting for  
the occasional aquatic dance.  Housing is in small, screened cabins and cottages, and 

meals are in an open-sided dining hal l overlooking Long Pond.  Campers share 
modern bathroom and shower  faci l ities.  To help keep the cost of camp 

reasonab le,each camper  has an assigned dai ly work job, such as tab le setting.

Each camper must regis ter in advance. Campers aged 18 years or over 
may apply on their own.  Campers between 13 and 17 are welcome but 
must apply with a parent or guardian.  Acceptances will be sen t by e-mail 
beginning in late April. If you do not have e -mail, we will send an 
acceptance by regular mail.   
 
Upon acceptance to ESS, you will receive a packet that includes 
directions to Pinewoods, travel options, suggestions for what to bring (and 
not to bring) to camp, and more specific detail on general Pinewoods 
policies and this  yearÕs special events.  We expect  those will include the 
traditional Maypole, if the weather cooperates, a silent auction to benefit 
ESS, a ceilidh, and a session on The Pinewoods Reel Demystified.   
 
We will also send a form to be returned to us asking a bout items such as 
housing, meal and job preferences, roommate choices, and emergency 
contacts.  NOTE:Pinewoods does not permit visitors or pets.

bank .  Paying by money order or travelers cheques payable in U.S. funds 
avoids this charge. Once your  appl i cati on is accepted, your  deposi t i s 
nonrefundable unless another  cam per can fi l l  your  spot.
